The results 
also assist in guiding teachersΩ planning 
and provide important feedback to 
schools to see where growth has been 
made, as well as areas that we need to 
further focus on.

STUDENT ABSENCES 
It is a requirement that parents notify the school of any 
absences. This can be a note sent in prior to the absence if 
known, or via the compass parent portal or email. Verbal 
notification from parents is accepted, however, this can 
sometimes get lost in the hustle and bustle of the classroom 
and may be missed on attendance records.  If we have not 
received notification of your childΩs absence, we are required 
to follow up with you to record the absence as approved.  It 
would be appreciated if you can report the absences to 
school via the processes above as they occur, in a timely 
manner, to ensure all attendance requirements are 
maintained as required.
