SCHOOL WIDE POSITIVE BEHAVIOUR SYSTEM (SWPBS)
Your children may have come home
recently talking about ‘Bunjil Bucks.’
Killara is a SWPBS school.

What is SWPBS? SWPBS (School-wide
Positive Behaviour Support) is an evidence-
based framework designed to help schools create positive,
safe, and fair settings where students and teachers can
thrive. It focuses on teaching and encouraging positive
behaviour, supporting all students, and providing extra help
to those who need it. By doing this, SWPBS helps improve
behaviour, wellbeing and academic success.

It also supports teachers by giving them strategies to manage
classrooms effectively, reduce disruptions, and spend more
time on teaching and learning.

Positive acknowledgment is a major component of SWPBS.
In recognition of students who are following our school
values and/or displaying positive behaviours may receive a
‘Bunjil Bucks’ Card. Our Reward System is not intended as a
preventative measure to avoid negative behaviour but rather
to encourage students to do the right thing, show initiative
and potentially change those less desirable learned
behaviours.
